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You should start your introductory sentence here and continue accordingly, describing the topicality and the aim of the research. The main theoretical aspects of the topic under investigation should be described, mentioning or quoting sources from your list of references [1, 2]. 
The research methods should contain an organisation of an experiment or other methods, a research question or a hypothesis of the investigation, where and when the study was carried out, and the methods used must be described.
The main findings of the research should be presented.
The conclusion should follow here. In the conclusion, you should summarize the ideas expressed in your research. 
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
